Olympic Runner
Directions:

1. The instructor posts 5-6 copies of the same text on the walls around the room.

2. Students divide into pairs. Each pair must decide who will be the “runner” and who will be the “writer”.

3. The runner goes to one of the texts posted on the wall and memorizes as much as he or she can and then returns to the writer. (Note: The runner may not go to the nearest text. He or she must find a text that is across the room)

4. The runner then must tell the writer the text, and the writer must record what he or she has heard perfectly.

5. The runner may go back to the text as many times as needed.

6. When complete, the runner must take the text to the instructor for approval. The text must be 100% accurate (no omissions and no spelling and/or grammatical errors). If not, the teacher may only say “There’s at least one error”. The teacher may not point out errors. 

7. The first team to correctly copy the text is the winner.
